Among the many workshops available, I attended the
Scrapbook competition workshop and got many pointers
for creating a scrapbook of our club’s events for the pre-
sent year to be entered at GFWC fall board in September.

Saturday morning, Wini and I attended Website Design
led by Sara Castelli.

Newsletters and Yearbooks was another workshop your
delegates attended. It was noted that of 180 clubs in Flor-
ida, only 54 submitted yearbooks to be judged. Of the 180
clubs in Florida, only 63 submitted newsletters. The host,
Pam Shafer was at a loss as to what the other clubs were
doing.

Saturday evening was the formal dinner and more
awards. The room looked wonderful and the theme con-
tinued in the President’s colors of Black and White. Here, 
the totals of funds raised for Heifer International, Special
Olympics, So Much Comfort, ROCK Camp and Hacienda
were announced.

At the Sunday luncheon and awards banquet, the Juniors

presided and recognized their outstanding leaders and
clubs. The GFWC Williston Junior Women’s Club won for 
over all outstanding club of the year. The GFWC Cham-
pion’s Gate Junior Women’s Club won for the largest in-
crease in membership with a 70% increase.

During the convention, 14 bicycles were assembled by
each of the 14 districts and were completed and donated
to the Boy’s Club of America. The best decorated was 
covered with a cardboard Ark complete with stuffed ani-
mals in keeping with the President’s project, Heifer Inter-
national.

It is always worth the effort of attending these gatherings
for it gives you a broader idea about what is happening in
the other 179 Clubs in the State and how important the
work of volunteering is. It boosts morale to see the
younger women taking community service so seriously
and shows what can be accomplished when a few
women put their heads together for a cause. Please con-
sider going to the next GFWC convention. Get informed,
meet new people, get ideas, and need I add, do some
shopping! The vendors are great!
